The musician’s promise

God gave me a great privilege to serve Him with my musical talent, and I wholeheartedly want to praise Him with participation in the church orchestra. I believe that God deserves the best musical performance, and Christian behavior that I can give Him, that is why with God’s help I will try to:

1. Lead a Christian way of life

2. Follow proper behavior rules in orchestra

3. Complete homework assignments

4. Regularly practice my instrument at home

5. Strengthen my musical qualification, continue to study music

6. Have an appropriate Christian appearance on practices and services

7. Obey the conductor of the orchestra and the pastors of the church

The rules of behavior in orchestra are not tedious for me, as I love the Lord, music, my friends and the conductor.

That is why I commit myself to:
1. Watch the working condition of my instrument and tune it before the beginning of the practice.
2. To obtain and bring the necessary notes on time.
3. Arrive on practice early enough, so it can begin at 7:00 o’clock.
4. If for an adequate reason I cannot come to practice or will arrive late, I will let the conductor know ahead of time.
5. I will not talk or leave the practice without the permission of the conductor.
6. If I chose to quit the orchestra, I will let the conductor know a month prior to leaving.
7. If I am a brother, then part of my responsibility is to prepare the room prior to practice, and clean up afterwards. I will not leave the room, until it is clean.
For me, appropriate Christian appearance means the following:

If I am a brother, then I must have tidy clothes, on service – a shirt and a tie, ironed slacks, clean hair.

If I am a sister, then I must have a skirt covering the knees, and on service – a skirt covering the ankles without high slits. The shirt must not be low. Makeup and jewelry is not necessary for my service to the Lord.

In case I break the rules, I am willing to receive disciplinary measures: reprimand for one or two violation of the rules, a conversation with the presence of parents for three violations, expulsion from orchestra for continual three violations of rules.
I take upon this commitment in the presence of my parents and friends for the duration of the school year.
